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Tsunami that brought havock and destruction together with deaths in the order of 30 000 to Sri Lanka did not spare Hartley. The road from the Point Pedro Jetty along the coast was washed away. Extensive damage was reported to methodist Girls High School. Hartley had its share of damage but not heavy. Water inside the school rose up to 4 feet and files, motor , books and few other office equipments were damaged. It appears that some furniture too have been damaged.

It was reported by the Hartley trust that about 250 chairs and table that  were damaged could be repaired and the Ministry of Education with the help of UNICEF have agreed to finance the repair cost of Rs 200 000. The work has been completed by March. There is another 250 chairs and Tables which are totally damaged and need to be replaced. Mr. Gunaseelan, Deputy Principal who is in charge of this  has approached UNICEF and he is hopeful of getting the money for the replacement.

STUDENTS AFFECTED

It was reported that no deaths occured among students of Hartrley. When Tsunami struck on the 26th of December , the college was on vaccation and there was only one class going on, probably a teacher doing extra work; but they all escaped in time.

But the stastics provided by the Ministry of Education refers to 119 students affected probably from various villages. The breakdown is as follows:

year 6 -   22 students

year 7 - 21 students

year 8 - 28 students

year 9 - 26 students

year 10 - 29 students

year 11 - 23 students

year 12 - 30 students

year 13 - 20 students

Hartley College PPAs’ made history by convening a Global meeting of representatives of all the six PPA’s from around the globe at Hotel Galadari in Colombo with the sole pupose of forming a Trust body to coordinate the development effort of Hartley with all branches and to look after the needs of Hartley.  As a result of the meeting on 28th of July 2002, Hartley College PPAs’ Trust was formed. It took almost one and a half years for the constitution to be ratified by all branches and the Trust to be  legally registered.

 But during that time Trust wasted no time and with the help of mainly UK branch assissted by three other branches, Colombo, New South Wales , Australia and Victoria , Australia, they procured a house to  keep the sports equipment and alsothe land in front of the College for a proposed IT centre in memory of Late Mr. K. Pooranampillai, long standing Principal of Hartley college and an Auditorium for Hartley ( the present Hall is being used as classrooms).They also moved to get govt. help for the College. and also started a Web site where all activities are posted to update the  members. Canada branch has completed transferring all its fund which were kept with Point Pedro and Colombo and also those earmarked for Hartley and kept in Canada, to the Trust for implementation.

Now three years have passed and according to the constitution a set of new trustees have to be elected. 5 out of the 8 trustees have to be elected by the PPAs’ and two are members of the Trust by virtue of their position as Presidents of Colombo and Point Pedro branches. Principal is an EX officio member . 

According to the constitution, if 4 PPAs are unable to send delegates for a meeting in Colombo to elect, electronic method is to be used. The Trust has called for nominations for the 5 elected posts. Canada branch at its meeting in April has named its nominees.
